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Distinguished Guests all, I would like to begin by thanking all of you for giving me this
opportunity to speak in front of you this morning on behalf of the Order of DeMolay. It is
a pleasure to speak here today.

The Greek Philosopher, Diogenes Laértius once said that, “The foundation of every
state is the education of its youth.” Every country needs a generation of youth who are edu-
cated, not only formally, but with the wisdom of those before as well as a sense of direc-
tion with their lives. Frank S. Land saw a need for this type of education in our nation’s
youth during World War I, and founded the Order of DeMolay, a fraternal organization
which gave the first DeMolays the opportunity to strive to become better leaders and better
men. From its beginnings, the Order of DeMolay has taken the importance of educating
youth to heart, not only in just a formal education, but educating the young men of our
Order in a way of living. A way of living where they can work to grow as men and as
leaders. A way of living where they can be an example among their peers. A way of living
that teaches trust, brotherhood, and justice. This was only the beginning, as thousands of
young men have grown in this time as members of the Order of DeMolay.

The moral education and development of youth has helped allow the Order of DeMolay
to provide our nation with the future leaders that it will need to flourish, but as with every
generation, new problems have presented themselves. Problems that will require leaders
capable of solving this issues.

KEYNOTE SPEAKER

John W. Bizzack (1), Commissioner
Kentucky Department of Criminal Justice Training

Good morning. I appreciate the opportunity to address the 213th Annual
Communications. My thanks to the Most Worshipful Grand Master, Terry Bowman for
the invitation so to do.

In my four decades in criminal justice and policing, I have been very fortunate to
have been able to be exposed to in-depth awareness of many sides of life, culture, and
society as it simultaneously seasoned and galvanized earlier life lessons for me, and the
importance of character and a man being what he says he is. However, until the first time
I participated in an investigation of a candidate who wanted to become a Free Mason, an
investigation that wasn’t ruled by state and federal laws, but governed by the ethics of
the moral obligation of the Fraternity, that I realized just how vital and imperative the
work of Masonic investigation committees were. Not only to my Lodge, but literally all
of Free Masonry. The question of how well we are guarding the West Gate is not a new
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one for the Fraternity. It was this question that was asked by the Most Worshipful Brother
Dwight Smith in a 1962 book that was called “Wither Are We Traveling.” Smith was at
the time a Past Grand Master, and Grand Secretary of the Grand Lodge of Indiana. His
book outlined the problems facing the Craft five decades ago. And if one didn’t look at
the publication date, you would think he was talking about Masonry today. Smith’s book,
and the questions and issues that he brought forth continue to face Lodges around the
country, not just in Kentucky. But indeed the question remains, how well are we guarding
the West Gate? That gate through which all men must pass to be admitted to the Masonic
Fraternity. Now Smith felt that Free Masonry was and is a selective organization. A selec-
tive Fraternity. I’'m sure the men in this room, view it the same. But Smith also believed
that lodges were not consistently selective in signing petitions to sponsor candidates, so he
wrote “Whence came the idea that a man, almost any man, has the inherent right to become
a Free Mason. Is it not a privilege to be conferred only on the worthy?” Well Smith
raises another interesting question in that quotation and spends several pages in his book
answering the question in well thought out detail. One of Smith’s suggestions, for why
Free Masonry often appears to have that come one, come all mentality, is economic pres-
sure. And economic pressure existed even in 1962 for Free Masonry. Second off Smith’s
thoughts on the matters, what he called the “sloppy nature” in which some petitions are
investigated. He argues that lodges do not always utilize their most capable members for
duties on investigative committees. Nor do lodges always provide any training of merit
to those who sit on investigation committees. Well indeed I think that we can all agree
that Free Masonry is NOT for everyone. There’s no room in the Craft for those who lack
personal integrity. Those who don’t promote political freedom. Those who prevaricate are
religiously intolerant. Those who misstate their intentions in pursuit of a membership. Yet
lodges that may end up with such members are clear example of what Smith classified
as not doing a good enough job of guarding the West Gate. Now there is no particular
Masonic scholarship required to consider the subject of Masonic investigation. It covers a
broad field, but for the purposes of this brief presentation, we will limit the scope to that
particular phase which we try to ascertain all the pertinent information obtainable about
the petitioner for the degrees of Free Masonry. His moral, mental, physical qualifications
to become a member of this Ancient Brotherhood. Presentation is not intended to be all
encompassing or an exhaustive review of all the things that can be done in a investiga-
tion committee, but there is a responsibility incumbent upon all of us. Upon receipt of a
petition to the three degrees, to examine the personal backgrounds, the habits, the general
philosophy of a man’s life, his reputation in the community, and his reputation among fel-
low workers and associates. It is not the easiest of Masonic tasks. Now the person assigned
or appointed to the investigation committee by the Worshipful Master, should consider
that appointment an honor, a visible expression of implicit trust and confidence in the
man’s ability to concern himself with the welfare of the Lodge and the Fraternity. There
is no phase of Masonic work more important, than a thorough, impartial and unbiased
investigation of those who seek admission. The members of the investigation committee
are literally the first line of defense against the external enemies of the Craft, as well as
those through indifferent character, may bring discredit upon the Craft. Not only is your
Lodge dependent on you if assigned to a Masonic investigation committee, but so are your
neighboring Lodges, certainly the Grand Lodge, and Free Masonry the world over. What
effects one, is going to affect all. And when we admit a man into Masonry, we open up
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the door for him to meet and be at the benefit and kindness of millions of Free Masons
around the world. All components of the Craft look to the investigation committee, with
security of the Fraternity and it is probably one of the gravest obligations you will under-
take if assigned. Now, should an investigative committee member possess doubts about a
petitioners qualifications after a painstaking investigation, clearly those doubts should be
resolved in favor of Free Masonry and the Lodge, not in favor of the petitioner. No man
has the right to become a Free Mason.

So what is a proper investigation? Well there is nothing foolproof about any investiga-
tion of character, any seasoned investigator, in any field will tell you that. Men change,
and they change day to day occasionally. But are there better methods? Better methods
to help us choose men of character. Well of course there are. Some of the methods that
are used across the nation that have proven to be substantially more effective than many
of the other measures that are used, not only in Kentucky, but again across the nation is
that lodges provide a specific, written guideline to investigation committee members. That
they visit a petitioners home, more than one time. That they ask the petitioner to provide a
written statement. That one usually stops a lot of people in their tracks. Provide a written
statements as to why you wish to become a Free Mason. It does cause the heart to become
a conduit to the mind and express yourself to other men. Are any of these out of the ques-
tion? Of course not. Masonry is not a club and it’s not Rotary or Lions with aprons. We
have a different approach that we use, and we should stick to it.

So what are the duties of the investigation committee? Well the answer results in no
one except your own conscience of course and you’re the screening person who has the
ability to make the structure of Free Masonry within your Lodge either stronger or weaker,
by who you select. The following is just a checklist, but it’s a fundamental checklist that
any Lodge can use, regardless of size and regardless of location. Starting off with men
who are going to approach everything with an unbiased opinion. Be friendly, courteous,
helpful. Do everything in a professional manner. When talking to the candidate, stay on
topic. The candidate is not only going to assess you as an investigating committee mem-
ber, but he is going to assess all of Free Masonry, by the stories you tell him, if you get
off track. Your attire, a lot of discussion as to whether you should show up casual, or
more business-like, but again he is going to judge you and the entire Fraternity of Free
Masonry by your appearance when you investigate or do your evaluation of him. Starting
off talking to the Brother who signed the petition, is a great first place to start, and we all
know that occasionally sometimes those petitions are signed by Brothers who don’t know
the candidate because he’s new in the area, or have no background, but we sometimes
fail to ask that person who signed it, what do you know about this guy, other than he
wants to become a Mason. Seeking out the references. Did they know they were going to
be used as a reference? Did they know they were given as references? Are they a friend,
a colleague, a business associate? Is the person being completely honest? Is the person
being evasive in his answers? If so, then obviously there is much more work to be done.
Considering the financial circumstances of men is always a touchy situation but there is
ways to do that too, which we’ll briefly touch on in just a second. Are there special con-
siderations for a investigative committee member, and there are. Instructions may include,
definitely to visit the petitioner but that should be saved as last, of course. And then to
do so when there can be uninterrupted time, and perhaps even when the man’s family is
present. Does he hesitatingly allow you to come into his home? Is his wife present? What
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does his wife got to say about becoming a Mason? Is he torn about Masonry, perhaps,
and any other commitments that might prevent from making his financial obligations and
moral commitment to the Lodge. The interview in the home is the last thing and should
always be the deal sealer. Being morally fit, mentally qualified. Being in the right jurisdic-
tion, having the character, the financial standing, and then the last thing. After you think
you’ve gone through the last piece of investigation check list and you’ve been briefed by
your Lodge and what the minimum is you should do. At the very bottom should always
be somebody find a computer and put the man’s name in there and go to Google, social
networks, Google searches, internet forums, blogs, pod casts, photographs, twitter, and the
all-powerful business connection of LinkedIn offer a variety of things that are all public
information that will help you determine the character of a man. Facebook is probably one
of the easiest things to check, especially if you have a Facebook account of course. It can
tell you more about what the man’s true feelings are about a lot of things in life, then any
kind of criminal records check you might be able to run on him.

Dwight Smith’s 1962, Guarding the West Gate does continue to serve a pointing
reminder in our duties to preform thorough investigations, and he also includes warnings
and consequences of letting down our guard, accepting any petition. There simply is no
substitute as Smith say’s for quality. And as he says if we accept to many petitioners, who
can pay the fee and little else, or too many men who have no conception of what Free
Masonry is or what it seeks to do an cares not about increasing their moral stature, then
we end up with what is largely the result of being asleep at the West Gate. Every member
of the Lodge is a part of the investigation committee. Every member who vouches for
the profane should be certain of that person’s fitness for membership. It’s the duty of
every Master Mason to be aware of something that would cause the profane to be unfit
for membership and to inform a Brother or a member of that investigation committee, if
he so knows.

Background investigations, how do we run and get a criminal check on somebody, The
answer to it all and it’s not the answer to it all. There are many organizations, and there’s
eight specific ones that accompany this report, that the Grand Master has a copy of, that
you’re welcome to access. Eight specific valid organizations in the nation who can offer
you a criminal background check. Unfortunately, they will cost you at least $20, maybe
$14 depending on the kind you want. Fortunately they will tell you if a man is wanted,
if he has been arrested, they won’t tell you all the time if he’s been convicted, but they
will give you everything from driving offenses on up to a homicide. Another process is in
Kentucky you can go to the state police website and you can check any sex offender file
for the last 12 years. And if the person is a registered sex offender or has been involved in
sex crimes in his life is free. You can get that for nothing. You can go to the administra-
tive office of the courts AOC in Frankfort, you can write them a letter, or you can go in
person. You can give them $20 and they will check criminal records that go back seven
years on any person who is resided in Kentucky. It only takes about 10 minutes if you just
go and wait on it, and if you can’t you can always mail it in. Of these variety of sources,
most criminal records, unless you go through a police department, aren’t going to give
you everything. And you can’t go through a police department, because the police have
to maintain a certain integrity on the systems that they operate and they’re not open for
the general public or organizations like Free Masonry to run background checks. So you
have to be cautious about how you run a background check, and you have to be cautious
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about what vendor you use. But there are many other states Grand Lodge’s that have
asked lodges to use them, and they have found them quite useful. Preventing men who are
convicted of moral crimes, convicted, not just arrested, but convicted from entering the
ranks of Free Masonry.

I appreciate the opportunity to have spoken to you this morning, about the importance
of a Masonic investigation committee and I want to say one last thing regarding what
Worshipful Master mentioned about law enforcement officers in Kentucky. At Eastern
Kentucky University we have a memorial that goes all the way back to 1792 of every
police officer that has died in the line of duty, in the Commonwealth. We asked the Grand
Lodge earlier this year to help us with a survey of all lodges in Kentucky to find out how
many men, who are on this memorial were also Masons. And we got a great response from
many lodges around state and we had a ceremony in May as we usually do, honoring all
fallen officers in the state of Kentucky. Members of the lodge were there, Grand Lodge
were there, the Master was there and presented a wreath, a Square and Compass, at the
foot of the memorial, in honor of the 22 fellow Masons we found who had been police
officers in Kentucky and killed in the line of duty in their respective jurisdiction. We never
would have known that information had not we had the support and feedback from all of
the Lodges in Kentucky and the support of the Grand Lodge to do such a survey. So we
appreciate that very much. And on behalf of the Justice Cabinet and the law enforcement
community in Kentucky, I thank the Grand Lodge and all the lodges across the state for
the cooperation on that important survey and identifying Masons, we will know from this
point forward who was and wasn’t a Mason, but we would have been historically lost
without that survey.

I want to thank the Grand Lodge of Kentucky for all the hospital-
ity that’s been provided to me in my position with MSA. As I travel to different Lodges
and Grand Lodges, one trend seems to emerge everywhere. Free Masonry seems to be
moving in a positive direction. And this kind of reminds me of a story. When my son,
Mike, was about 3 or 4 years old, in the mornings he would climb up on the counter top
while I was shaving. And he would kneel on the counter and look at the mirror where our
two images were as [ was shaving. And one morning, as he looked at the mirror he said,
“Dad, did God make you?” And I said, “Yes Mike, God made me.” And he said. “Dad, did
God make me?” And I said, “Mike, yes, God made you also.” And then as he looked at the
two images he said, “He sure has been doing a better job lately, hasn’t He?” And I think
that’s conclusion for Free Masonry these days, here in the 21st century. We have been
doing a better job lately, and in like manner I know that things are moving forward here
in the Grand Lodge of Kentucky as well. The Masonic Service Association is governed
by a Board of Commissioners, and I’'m pleased to say that one of our 6 Commissioners is
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here with us today. Most Worshipful Brother G. Ray Marsh, who is a Past Grand Master,
and Grand Secretary of the Grand Lodge of South Carolina. I would also like to recognize
the work of your Grand Secretary, Most Worshipful Brother Joe Conway, who has done
for the MSA, he has been a long time member of the MSA steering committee for our
Masonic Information Center. Thank you, Most Worshipful. And MSA provides a number
of services for the Grand Lodges and Free Masonry in North America, and I’d like to just
mention, very briefly, two of those services.

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GRAND TREASURER’S REPORT

VIRGIL T. LARIMORE, JR. (638)

Most Worshipful Grand Master, Grand Lodge Officers and Brethren of the Grand
Lodge of Kentucky, Free and Accepted Masons:

I submit for your approval, the report of your Grand Treasurer for the year beginning
August 1, 2011 and ending July 31, 2012. Deming, Malone, Livesay & Ostroff, Certified
Public Accountants, has completed a detailed audit of all funds and transactions for the
year.

A full list of disbursements is included in the Grand Secretary’s report with support
on file in the Grand Lodge Office for inspection by any member of the Craft of Kentucky.

As a part of this report, I submit a list of the Operating Funds and Securities held
for the Investment Accounts of the Grand Lodge of Kentucky, F. & A.M. by the Grand
Treasurer as of July 31, 2012. Deming, Malone, Livesay & Ostroff, CPA’s verified these
accounts and securities as of our fiscal year end. Securities owned and held by the Grand
Lodge of Kentucky, F.& A.M., other than those held in Investments and Trust, are kept in
Safe Keeping at the PNC Bank in the name of the Grand Lodge of Kentucky, F.& A.M.

INVESTMENT ACCOUNT
General Fund (Unrestricted)

The funds in this account represent general operating funds held by the Grand Lodge
with principal and interest being used for operation of your Grand Lodge. Other invest-
ments representing the assessments for the Masonic Home Journal, Retirement, Insurance,
Youth Groups and George Washington Memorial are also held in this account until dis-
bursed. The Balance of this account, as of July 31, 2012 is $475,358.56. ($428,801.67 in
2011).

RETIREMENT FUND
(Restricted)

Retirement Fund was established in 1978 and is held and administered by agreement
with the PNC Bank, Louisville, Kentucky. The original investment transferred to PNC
totaled $181,000.00 (ACCT #20-80-002-4263004). The market value of this fund as of,
July 31, 2012 totaled 522,923.32. ($497,648.90 in 2011)

AUXILIARY RETIREMENT FUND
(Designated)

In order to prepare for the time when additional funds will be needed, the Grand
Lodge, in 1978, established the Auxiliary Fund. Annual transfers of $10,000.00 were
made until 1990 when it was recommended and approved to cease funding until further
needed. The fund now totals $358,904.28. ($351,544.96 in 2011). A committee of the
Grand Treasurer, Grand Secretary and members of the Finance Committee of the Grand
Lodge of Kentucky, F.&A.M. serve as Trustees of the Retirement Fund to the Bank on
our retirement accounts.
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THE COWLES BENEVOLENT FUND
(Restricted)

On October 15, 1929, Past Grand Master John Henry Cowles created the Cowles
Benevolent Fund with PNC Bank (acct #20-80-002-5692006) with an initial amount of
$10,000.00. Varying amounts during the life of Brother Cowles augmented the trust.

The Trust provided that both principal and income would be held and invested for a
period of fifty (50) years. At the expiration of fifty years, “The balance of the fund shall
remain in tact and constitute the above named fund, after which all income derived from
it, or so much of the income as the Grand Lodge of Kentucky, F. & A.M. may decree,
may be used at the discretion of said Grand Lodge for the support of its benevolent work
or charities.” As of July 31, 2012, the principal market value of this fund is $257,379.70.
($254,055.29 in 2011).

The Grand Lodge received income for the first time in 1980. The income from August
1, 2011 through July 31, 2012 totaled $3,748.70. ($4,240.07 in 2011) and is being used
for its benevolent works and charities. The undistributed income presently invested totals
$292,490.09. ($289,737.49 in 2011).

GRAND LODGE BUILDING FUND
(Designated)

The fund was established in late 1978 at the time our former Grand Lodge Building
was sold. The proceeds of the sale totaling $400,000.00 were invested immediately with
CD’s and INVESCO (Acct No. 21-75-080-4477657) with returns accumulating. The
principal balance as of July 31,2012 is $2,856,273.97. ($2,781,481.22 in 2011). The divi-
dends and market appreciation are reflected in these totals. The office rent, maintenance
and cleaning paid by the Grand Lodge is being supported from this account.

JOHN H. COWLES DINNER FUND
(Restricted)

Because of his great love for the Masonic Fraternity and his extreme pride in having
served as Grand Master of the Grand Lodge of Kentucky, F.&A.M., Brother Cowles estab-
lished the Cowles Dinner Fund, the income of said Fund to be used to offset the cost of the
Annual Past Grand Masters’ Dinner. The fund now has a principal balance of $30,729.26
with the income being used for its designated purpose.

RELIEF FUND
(Designated)

This fund was established in 1980 to provide money for relief contributions to those
less fortunate than ourselves, for disasters such as fire, flood, tornadoes, hurricanes, etc.
This fund now totals $60,710.38 ($71,877.81 in 2011). (We transferred $11,378.04 from
this fund to the Disaster Relief Fund.)

DISASTER RELIEF FUND
(DESIGNATED)
This Fund was established in March 2012 with funds to assist in disasters. The amount
of this Fund totals $45,586.13. At present, there are no pending requests from the Fund.
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CONSTITUTION REVISION FUND
(Designated)

This fund was established in 1979 to defray the cost of any Constitution revisions that
may be made in the future. The costly process of reprinting a new Book of Constitutions
will be aided by this fund when needed. The fund was established with the initial sum of
$1,000.00 and shall be supplemented with an annual amount of $1,000.00. The fund now
totals $ 20,577.10. ($20,445.32 in 2011).

J. W. HICKMAN MEMORIAL FUND
(Restricted)

This fund was established in November 1971 as a result of the will of the late John W.
Hickman. The initial amount bequeathed was $37,341.98. The will provided this amount
of money to be invested by the Grand Lodge of Kentucky, F.&A.M. and the income
derived there from to be divided between the Masonic Widows and Orphans’ Home and
The Old Masons’ Home now known as MASONIC HOMES of KENTUCKY, INC. The
present value of the fund is $43,880.25, with the income to be divided as directed.

PERMANENT (ENDOWMENT) FUND
GRAND LODGE OF KENTUCKY, F.&A.M.
(Restricted)

This fund was established in October 1980 by approval of the Craft. The fund is admin-
istered under Trust agreement No. 21-75-080-4477649 with the PNC Bank. The purpose
of this fund is to supplement future programs as determined by the Grand Lodge. Principal
contributions to this fund shall remain intact with the income being used by the Grand
Lodge. The market value of the fund as of July 31, 2012 is $2,078,310.98. ($1,892,681.25
in 2011). Through the generosity of the Craft, Fund Raising programs by the Grand Lodge
and Investment returns, the present balance has been achieved. We look forward to con-
tinued growth of this fund.

The Preservation Contribution that had been co-mingled with this Fund for bet-
ter investment return has been separated since FYE at the direction of the Finance
Committee, into a separate fund #42-6059-4448 thus reducing this Permanent-
Endowment Fund by $264,995.86 — (the annual contributions including earnings less
the amounts used to balance the annual budgets)

FELTMAN PROPERTY PERMAMENT-ENDOWMENT FUND
GRAND LODGE OF KENTUCKY, F.&A.M.
(Restricted)

Pursuant to a resolution adopted at the Grand Lodge session in October 1981, the
Grand Lodge was directed by the Craft of Kentucky to establish a Permanent Fund through
an assessment from each Kentucky Mason in the amount of one dollar ($1.00) each for a
period of three (3) years, beginning in 1982. This assessment was to be invested as princi-
pal in the fund with the earnings only from this fund to provide for upkeep, maintenance
and service of the Feltman property. This fund should be in the name of, and in control of
the Grand Lodge of Kentucky, F.& A.M. As this property is now leased to the Masonic
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Homes of Kentucky, the income from this endowment is being used for any Grand Lodge
liability for the upkeep or maintenance of the property as approved by the Grand Lodge
in 2004.

This Fund was established with the PNC TRUST under Trust Agreement No.
21-75-080-4477966. The Market Value of this fund as July 31, 2012 was $499,470.52.
($487,253.38 in 2011) with the income being accumulated in the fund.

CONCLUSION

what happened!! History repeated itself!

We have experienced some turn around in investments. While the market has shown
some improvement, it continues to be very unstable. Fixed instruments that once returned
double digits to the left of the decimal are still as before doing double digits, but to the
right of the decimal point.

Revenues are smaller due to fewer numbers than we once had and life expectancy has
increased, producing more Senior, (50 year and over) members than at any time in our
history. As an aside, just in my lodge membership of 230, we have 88 members with free
membership. This is placing increased pressure on both the individual Lodges and Grand
Lodge. Many of our Lodges are experiencing the imbalance of dues paying members.

I encourage each Lodge to respond positively to your lodge budgets and to keep your
Lodge dues up to date. It is still the best membership Bargain around.

I would like to express my appreciation to Mary, Christy, Jamie and Stephanie for
their efforts in getting the Grand Lodge Reporting under control. The electronic Reporting
of our Grand Lodge Activity has made the task of the Lodge Secretary much easier; how-
ever the activity still needs to be addressed timely.

The electronic Masonic Home Journal and the Annual Proceedings on CD has helped
to reduce two of the largest printing expense items. The number of electronic subscriptions
is still low in comparison to the number that I suspect has means to receive it that way.

Brother Joe, as always, thanks for your help and Friendship as we have tried to bring
the reporting together. The office reporting has probably undergone its most drastic
changeover in record keeping in its history.

The Grand Lodge officers continue their efforts to bring our great Fraternity into the
“electronic age.” The way of business today requires that we continue the forward push.
I applaud each of them as they make every effort to represent you.

I take this opportunity to say thanks to our membership for your understanding, sup-
port and encouragement. You have made my wife, Pat and me a part of your family as
we have traveled over the years. The little “Red Head” Daughter that traveled with us in
the 80’s now has her own “little ones” of ages of 6 and 12. She cherishes those years and
just three weeks ago traveled to Belfry to visit with a College Friend during a period of
bereavement. Thanks and God Bless!

The fiscal status is verified by the auditors of the firm of the Deming, Malone,
Livesay & Ostroff Accounting Firm, and is explained fully in the reports of the auditors
and the Grand Lodge Treasurer, both printed elsewhere in these Advanced Proceedings.

BupGET MEETING
In conformance with Section 14 of the Book of Constitutions of the Grand Lodge of
Kentucky, F. &A.M., the members of the Committee on Finance and the elected Grand
Lodge Officers met in the Conference Room of the Grand Lodge on Tuesday, July 17,
2012, to review the proposed budget prepared earlier by the Grand Lodge Officers.
Following this review, a final budget proposal for presentation to the Delegates assem-
bled at this Two Hundred-Thirteenth Annual Communication was agreed upon by the
Committee on Finance and the Grand Lodge Officers.

The proposal budget recommended by the above was printed in the 213th Annual
Communication Pamphlet that was mailed to each Lodge Secretary in early September of
this year, as required by Section 14 of the Book of Constitutions. A copy of the same has
also been placed in the packet of each delegate registered at this Communication.
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HIGHLIGHTS, CoNsTITUTION REVISION

AND PROCEEDINGS

The Highlights of the 212th Annual Grand Lodge Communication, including the
legislation adopted at the Annual Communication, were mailed to each Lodge Secretary
and others entitled to receive them as soon as possible following the close of the Annual
Communication. A copy was also posted on the Grand Lodge web site.

The Proceedings of the 2011 Annual Communication of the Grand Lodge of Kentucky,
F. &A.M. were prepared on CDs and mailed to each lodge as soon as they were delivered
to the Grand Lodge Office. A small number have been printed in soft-back book form
for those lodges preferring to have a hard copy of the Proceedings. The copies of the
Proceedings in book form are available for purchase from the Grand Lodge Office at cost,
plus shipping and handling.

THE MASONIC DIRECTORY

One copy of the 2012 Masonic Directory was mailed to each lodge Secretary as soon
as they were received from the printer. Again, several lodges were not included in the
Directory since they failed to get their information to the Grand Lodge Office by the dead-
line. A number of pre-paid orders for the Directory were taken from subordinate lodges;
appendant Masonic Bodies, and individuals. A few additional Directories were printed
and made available for purchase at various District Meetings and Leadership Programs
throughout the state this past year.

MONTHLY REPORTS AND

ANNUAL RETURNS

In order to comply with Standing Resolution 15 passed at the 2009 Annual
Communication, all reports to the Grand Lodge Office after June 30, 2012, were submitted
electronically. The transition went reasonably well, with some minor misunderstandings
occurring, both at the lodge and Grand Lodge level; hopefully all those issues have been
resolved. As a consequence, several lodges did not meet the September first deadline,
and, since this was a learning experience for all, no fines were levied on those lodges not
meeting the deadline. With this years’ experience, I am confident that next year the new
reporting system will go much smoother.

CONFERENCES OF GRAND

SECRETARIES IN NORTH AMERICA
The 2012 Conference of Grand Secretaries in North America was held, at the Sheraton
Hotel in Atlanta, Georgia February 19-21, 2012. I attended the Grand Secretaries
Conference while the other elected Grand Lodge Officers attended the Conference of
Grand Masters. The theme for the Conference was “Looking into the Future” Besides
routine business of the Conference, some of the papers presented included “Emerging
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Trends in Website Design”; “Economic Outlook for Foundations & Non-*; Profits”; “The
Resurgence in the Initiatic Process”; and “Lodge Formation”. A valuable, interesting and
informative up-date on new and changing IRS regulations applying to non-profit organi-
zation was presented by James Cole, Past Grand Master of Virginia. Much is gained by
sharing the methods and experiences of the members of the Conference with each other,
and for that reason, I recommend the Grand Lodge of Kentucky remain a member of both
the Conference of Grand Masters and Grand Secretaries.

SOUTHEASTERN MASONIC CONFERENCE

The Fifty-Second Southeastern Masonic Conference was held at the Hilton Garden
Inn in North Little Rock, Arkansas, August 2-3, 2012, With the exception of the Grand
Secretary, all the elected Grand Lodge Officers of the Grand Lodge of Kentucky, as well
as several other Masons from the Commonwealth, attended the Conference. Regretfully,
other responsibilities prevented me from attending the 2012 Conference.

The Grand Senior Warden, Richard T. Nation, was listed on the program to present a
paper entitled “What Three Changes Would Most Benefit Your Jurisdiction”

There are nine Southern Masonic Jurisdictions that make up this Conference which
meets yearly between these nine Grand Jurisdictions on a rotating schedule. The next
Conference will convene in Montgomery, Alabama, August 1-3, 2013, at the Embassy
Suites Montgomery Hotel & Conference Center.

by the public at large. We must be visible and relative in our particular communities in
order to attract worthy members to the Fraternity, and, since we do not solicit members--a
policy with which I whole-heartily agree--the only perception a potential candidate will
draw of the Order is the impression they glean from the members of the Fraternity they
observe and with whom they have personal contact. Let’s make sure it’s a positive one,
both for the individual Mason and the Fraternity he represents.

EXTENDED REPORT OF THE

GEORGE WASHINGTON MASONIC MEMORIAL
L. Todd Eastham, PGM (82)
Brethren:

This has been a busy and productive summer. The majority of our efforts this year
have been restoring and sealing the Memorial according to the original plans and speci-
fications.
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As I reported earlier this year The Family of Freemasonry Exhibit was opened to
great success. The exhibit is truly outstanding and presents the Appendant Bodies in a
professional, pleasing and informative manner. We now have The Grotto, the Eastern
Star and the Tall Cedars of Lebanon participating in the Exhibit. This morning I am
meeting with the new leadership of the Tall Cedars. In April we sent notices to the
Grand Encampment, General Grand Chapter, General Grand Council and Shriners
International that there exhibits were being closed. The only negative response we
received was from the General Grand Council. We have contacted the Southern
Jurisdiction ASSR and will now contact the Northern Jurisdiction, Grand Encampment,
General Grand Chapter, Shriners International and other Appendant Bodies offering
them spaces in the exhibit. We have received positive feedback from the Shrine and the
Royal Order of Scotland.

The horizontal stone work on the 3rd, 5th and 7th levels have be re-mortared and
lead channeling installed for a permanent solution to the water penetration issues we
have been facing on these levels. The two horizontal ledges on the 1st level has been re-
mortared with lime based mortar and the first stage of cleaning the stone work has been
completed. Next spring we will re-mortar and install lead channeling on the horizontal
levels of the 2nd level roof parapet. This is a huge area and will take some time to com-
plete. Once the lead channeling is installed we will complete the cleaning and restoration
of the horizontal and vertical stone work. The pyramid level has been a real challenge.
We began by removing all the old equipment from the 12th level. This included old
speakers and mounts, AC units and extraneous items. The AC units have been elevated
and mounted on racks above the floor. The asphalt and felt paper roofing system has
been removed and the steel plate flooring cleaned and sealed. The several penetrations
into the area for cabling for antennas have been sealed and all cables routed though only
two openings that will be completely sealed and water proofed. New larger louvers are
being fabricated to allow heat to escape from the area and still keep water out. Also, new
flanges are being fabricated and installed to divert the water and route it out of the area.
The final step in water-proofing this area will be the installation of a rubberized roofing
system to provide a permanent, water proof membrane for the entire level.

The Observation Deck Exhibit, featuring photographs of the construction of the
Memorial has been installed and provides an excellent overview of the construction
stages of the Memorial. The renovation of the Shriners International exhibit areas is well
underway. All the exhibit materials have been removed, the carpets repaired and cleaned
and this week we will complete repairing and painting the areas.

This week we will begin moving the Gift Shop from its present location at the front
entrance to the West Shrine room at the North Entrance. The move will be completed
next week. This is an excellent location for the Gift Shop and will increase sales dra-
matically.

The large room previously occupied by the Shriners International exhibit will be used
as a Conference and Meeting Room. We are wiring it for computer and telephone access
and will be an excellent source of rental income.

We are constructing a Computer Equipment room in the area directly over the North
Lodge Room Stage. This has only required the construction of one wall and the installa-
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tion of a wide door. The small closet currently used for the computer equipment is much
to small and too hot, the servers will be damaged if left in this small enclosed space. The
vast majority of the restoration work competed this year has been funded by the income
received from entrance receipts.

We have only taken draws from our investment portfolio to cover loan payments.
To date we have not requested any extra funds to cover these necessary projects, how-
ever, as is usual in the third and fourth quarters we are short of operating cash. As we
discussed at the Board Meeting we will continue these projects to permanently and cor-
rectly repair and restore the Memorial. I will keep you informed as we move ahead with
these projects.
